WHEREAS, Larry’s ability to listen, analyze and advise led to a number of City-

wide special assignments to apply his organizational abilities to other City Departments 

and provide mentoring, reorganizational adjustments and personnel management 

solutions to various challenges, and  
 

WHEREAS, Larry is highly respected by his peers and contemporaries for cutting 

through the murk, seeing things the way they are and stating (without filters) how he sees 

it, and
