The 2021 Preliminary Olympia Metropolitan Park District (OMPD) Budget was presented to the
OMPD Advisory Committee on October 14, 2020 and to the OMPD Board on October 20, 2020. A
Public Hearing was held on October 20, 2020.

The OMPD Budget is $4,403,173. This includes $2,485,912 for operations, $1,907,261 for capital
projects, and $10,000 for administrative costs.

Dear Board Members,

In 2015 the Citizens of Olympia overwhelmingly approved the creation of a metropolitan parks district. The
Olympia Metropolitan Park District (OMPD) is a junior taxing district established to provide funding
for parks acquisition, maintenance, development, and safety. The district may assess up to 75 cents per
thousand dollars of assessed value (AV).

The total budget for the OMPD is $4,403,173. The expenditures include a $4,393,173 payment to the City
of Olympia and $10,000 for Board expenses (insurance, audit cost, legal advertising costs etc.) The
budget will amount to a levy rate of approximately .54/1000 AV. The rate is approximate until all of
the assessed valuation is received from the County. The County Assessor’s Office will calculate the actual
levy rate.

Background and Analysis:

The Olympia Metropolitan Park District (OMPD) is required to adopt a property tax levy resolution
and file a levy certification with the County by November 30, 2020. If a certification is not filed, the
County will assess the 2020 levy amount.

A public hearing on revenue sources, including property tax, was held on October 20, 2020. The
proposed OMPD 2021 revenue only includes property tax. Notice of the hearing was published on
October 6 and October 13. The levy is based on the budget, which includes amounts to be paid to
the City of Olympia and administrative costs.

The proposed levy amount is $4,403,173. Based on the most current assessed valuation of the
District the projected levy rate per $1,000 assessed value is $0.5463824. The final levy rate will be
set by the Thurston County Assessor.

Once a levy is set there may be adjustments made which lower the amount of taxes to be collected,
e.g. lower assessed valuations. The amount not collected due to adjustments can be added to the
next year’s levy as a refund levy.

Neighborhood/Community Interests (if known):

The proposed budget of $4,403,173 would result in an estimated 2021 levy rate of approximately
$.5463824 per $1,000 assessed value. That is a slightly lower levy rate than the rate of
$.550735277200 assessed in 2020. The annual cost on a single-family home valued at $375,000

would be approximately $205 per year or $17.07 per month.

Options:
1. Approve and sign the Ad Valorem Tax Resolution in the amount of $4,403,173. The City of
Olympia will include this revenue in the 2021 Operating and Capital Budgets.
2. Do not approve the Ad Valorem Tax Resolution.

Financial Impact:
Provides $4,403,173 in property tax revenue to the Olympia Metropolitan Park District for Parks’
capital and operational use.

A RESOLUTION OF THE OLYMPIA METROPOLITAN PARK DISTRICT BOARD SETTING THE
AD VALOREM TAX AMOUNT FOR THE BUDGET YEAR 2021

WHEREAS, the Olympia Metropolitan Park District (the District) is a metropolitan park district authorized
under Chapter 35.64 RCW with statutory powers including the power to levy and impose various taxes
and fees to generate revenues to acquire, maintain, operate, and improve parks, Percival Landing, and
other recreational facilities and programs; and

WHEREAS, the Olympia Metropolitan Park District Board (the District Board) held a public hearing on
October 20, 2020, to consider the OMPD ad valorem tax levy for 2021 collections; and

WHEREAS, the District Board, after the hearing and duly considering all relevant evidence presented, has
determined that the District requires a property tax in order to discharge the expected expenses and
obligations of the District in its best interest; and

WHEREAS, although the District wishes to levy taxes for the year in an amount less than the maximum
allowed under its legal levy limit, future levy capacity shall be protected as provided for in RCW 84.55.092,
calculated in future years as thought the maximum lawful levy amount allowed by the levy limit had been
levied, as set forth in WAC 458-19-065; and

WHEREAS, the District has been advised by the Thurston County Treasurer that the District is eligible for
a refund levy of $40,964.47; and

WHEREAS, the District is required to certify the amount to be raised by taxation on assessed valuation
with the clerk of the county legislative authority by November 30;

NOW, THEREFORE, THE OLYMPIA METROPOLITAN PARK DISTRICT DOES HEREBY RESOLVE as follows:

Section 1. A $98,735.53 increase in the regular property tax levy is hereby authorized for levy
amounts to be collected in 2021, which is an increase of 2.26% from the previous year.

This is exclusive of additional revenue resulting from new construction, improvements to property,
any increase in the value of state assessed property, and any annexations that have occurred and
refunds made.

Section 2. There is hereby fixed, as the amount of property tax collections necessary to raise an
amount equal to the estimated expenditures less the total estimated revenue from all sources other
than ad valorem taxation, the following sum:

Section 3. On or before the 30" day of November 2021, the OMPD Board Treasurer shall file with the
Clerk of the Thurston County Board of Commissioners a certified estimate of the total amount to be
raised by the ad valorem tax levied on property within the District.
