Background and Analysis:
Celebrated by 1.5 Million people around the world, Lunar New Year is seen as a time for new
beginnings and family gathering with the overarching themes of fortune, happiness, and health.

Lunar New Year marks the first new moon of the lunisolar calendars, which are regulated by the
cycles of the moon and sun. A solar year-the time it takes Earth to orbit the sun-lasts around 365
days, while a lunar year, or 12 full cycles of the Moon, is approximately 354 days.

Traditional to many east Asian countries, Lunar New Year is celebrated across several countries and
territories in Asia, including China, South Korea, Singapore and Vietnam. In the U.S., it is commonly
associated with what is often called Chinese New Year, the American version of China's 15-day-long
festivities.
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In 2022, the Lunar New Year falls on February 1 and is designated as the Year of the Tiger.  The
Tiger is an animal sign characterized by courage, ambition, and a strong sense of justice.

Background and Analysis:
Black History Month is an annual celebration of achievements by African Americans and a time for
recognizing the central role of Black individuals in U.S. history.

The creation of noted historian Carter G. Woodson and other prominent African Americans in 1926,
every U.S. president since 1976 has officially designated the month of February as Black History
Month. Other countries around the world, including Canada and the United Kingdom, also devote a
month to celebrating black history.

WHEREAS, in February, America recognizes and reflects on the 
sacrifices, contributions, and achievements made by generations of African 
Americans in the storied history of our nation and toward the ongoing struggle to 
keep America’s founding promise of a more perfect and more equal union; and

fabric of the Pacific Northwest: from York’s full membership in the Lewis and 
Clark Expedition, through the first African American pioneer in the Northwest,

WHEREAS, the history of the City of Olympia would be far less rich and 
diverse without the contributions of Olympia’s African American residents – such 
as Rebecca Howard, the beloved 19th Century entrepreneur, who owned and

WHEREAS, in 1915, Dr. Carter Godwin Woodson, noted black scholar 
and son of former slaves, founded the Association for the Study of African 
American Life and History, and initiated Black History Week on February 12, 
1926; and 
 

WHEREAS, in 1976, as part of the nation’s bicentennial, Black History 
Week was expanded and became established as Black History Month, and is now 
celebrated all over North America; and 

 
WHEREAS, the observance of Black History Month demands our

Background and Analysis:
The Washington State Department of Commerce has awarded two grants to the City of Olympia:

1. $250,000 for Transit-Oriented Development and Implementation (TODI). The 2021
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Washington State Legislature created this grant program to facilitate transit-oriented
development and leverage investment in public transportation
services, plan for increased housing development within transit-rich areas and conduct pre-
development environmental review to streamline construction.

Funds will be used to hire a professional consulting team to help carry out an 18-month long
public process to develop a subarea plan and a non-project environmental impact statement
(EIS) for the Capital Mall Triangle area on the westside. The public process will kick off in
spring of 2022. Under the terms of the grant, a draft subarea plan and EIS must be completed
by June of 2023.

The Capital Mall Triangle is one of three urban centers envisioned in Olympia’s 20-year
Comprehensive Plan. Our plan envisions this area will remain a regional destination for
shopping and services, while also realizing significantly more housing development. The vision
is that over the next 20 years this area will grow into a more people-oriented urban
neighborhood where residents can commute to work, recreate, and meet basic needs without
a car.

The subarea plan will provide a long-range strategic and implementation framework to move
forward our Comprehensive Plan vision this area. The corresponding EIS will assess the
cumulative environmental and community impacts of envisioned development. These
deliverables will ultimately enable the City Council to consider adoption of a SEPA planned
action for the area.

Allowed under the State Environmental Policy Action (SEPA), planned actions are an upfront
environmental review within a specific geographical area. It involves a detailed SEPA review
and preparation of an Environmental Impact Statement (EIS) in conjunction with a sub-area
plan (a specific plan for a small geographic area.) The types and level of development planned
within the area are analyzed and impacts and mitigation measures are identified. The process
is quite rigorous and involves public engagement.

With a planned action in place, qualifying development projects may then use a streamlined
permitting process (i.e., they don’t need to go through SEPA again at the time of permit.) This
can provide predictability and time-savings, in turn reducing project costs - which can
encourage development. A benefit is that cumulative impacts of overall development within the
area - both positive and negative - are analyzed, rather than piecemealing analysis about
impacts as individual projects come in.

2. $100,000 for Housing Action Plan Implementation (HAPI). This grant program created by
the Washington State Legislature supports cities in implementation of adopted Housing Action
Plans.

The City will use the funds to hire a temporary full-time project planner to meet two objectives:
· Carry out a public review process and prepare an ordinance for Council to consider that

will reduce parking minimums in transit areas.
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· Carry out a public review process and prepare an ordinance for Council to consider to
increase flexibility and predictability in the permit process by simplifying and clarifying
permit types, processes, requirements and timelines.

The public process for each will kick off later in the spring and summer of 2022. Under the
terms of the grant, the ordinances must be considered by City Council no later than June of
2023.

Both objectives are identified as priority actions in Olympia’s Housing Action Plan, under one
of the six important strategies: Expand the overall housing supply by making it easier to build
all types of housing projects.

· Action 3.i: Reduce parking requirements for residential uses, including for multifamily
developments near frequent transit routes. (Recommended timing: short term)

· Action 3.k: Increase flexibility in the permit process (part of a larger scope to review
fees/regulations to identify housing cost reductions/remove barriers). (Recommended
timing: short term)

These actions will reduce barriers to housing construction by reducing development costs and
increasing predictability. Also, Olympia’s Comprehensive Plan guides us to direct a significant
amount of housing growth into the urban corridors. Reducing parking requirements especially
will go a long way to incentivize housing development in these areas.

Neighborhood/Community Interests (if known):
There is likely to be high community interest in both projects. The Planning Commission has an
interest in exploring the reduction of parking minimums and it’s already on their workplan. The
Council of Neighborhoods has already expressed interest in receiving briefings regarding these
projects.

Both Intercity Transit and the West Olympia Community Visioning Group - a group of residents who
represent a variety of westside business, non-profit, developer, planning and neighborhood
perspectives working to support a thriving West Olympia community - issued letters of support for the
TODI Grant. Leadership at the Capital Mall and West Olympia Business Association (WOBA) have
also expressed support for the process.

Options:
1. Recognize the Department of Community Planning & Development has received two WA

Department of Commerce grants to complete a subarea plan for the Capital Mall Triangle area
on Olympia’s westside and implement the Housing Action Plan

2. Do not recognize the grant awards
3. Recognize the grant awards at a different time.

Financial Impact:
The TODI grant award is $250,000. The City of Olympia will provide in-kind support, including a lead
planner, other staff participation, managerial, budget, administration and public engagement support.

The HAPI grant award is $100,000, which will fund a temporary planner to carry out the work. The
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Benefits of a Subarea Plan and EIS 

 

Housing: Significantly more housing development is planned for this area. Housing will be 

mixed in with new and existing commercial uses. Complexities in the development code create 

barriers that inhibit this kind of private investment. A long-term strategy is needed to lift those 

barriers and facilitate our vision of a transit-oriented, mixed-use urban center.  

Goals:  

• Achieve more mixed use/housing development. 

• Provide for housing that is affordable for a range of incomes. 

• Improve equity through greater housing/job access for low-income residents, who are 

disproportionately people of color and working-class residents facing a shortage of 

workforce housing.  

• Strengthen local sense of place and district character through design and engagement. 

 

Transportation: A gridded street network will make it easier for people to use transit, to walk or 

to bike, and transform the subarea into a vibrant urban center where many more residents can 

conveniently access jobs, school, services and recreation without a car.  

Goals: 

• Leverage existing and future transit investments. 

• Improve access and circulation for all modes of travel, especially transit, walking, biking 

and driving. 

 

Business and Property Owners: A subarea plan will increase certainty for those who make long-

term investments while also providing predictability to the public concerning area growth and 

change over time.   

Goals:  

• Stimulate interest in business development, both local and regional in scale, that grows 

the area economy and increases job opportunities for Olympia residents. 

• Identify redevelopment opportunities stemming from changes in retail and commercial 

sectors. 

• Harness new economic opportunities and leverage them to help realize housing 

development goals. 

Environment: Transit oriented development is a major solution to the growing problems of 

climate change and energy consumption by creating dense, walkable communities that greatly 

reduce the need for driving. 

Goals: 

• Advance regional climate change adaptation strategies. 

• Reduce dependance on the automobile by providing viable alternatives to driving and 

shorter distances between home, work and play. 

• Focus growth in already developed areas to reduce pressure on the natural environment. 

• Expand the supply of high-density housing, which typically consumes less energy.

THIS LEASE, is effective on the date of the last signature affixed hereto, by and between, 
Parkmont Hilton, LLC hereinafter called "Lessor", and City of Olympia called "Lessee".

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3. USE 
 
Premises may be used and occupied only for the purpose set forth in Article 1 (e) and for no other 
purpose or purposes without the written consent of Lessor.  No use shall be made of Premises, no 
act done in or about Premises, which is illegal, unlawful, or which will increase the existing rate of 
insurance upon Building.  Lessee shall not commit or allow to be committed any waste upon 
Premises, or any public or private nuisance or other act or thing which disturbs the quiet enjoyment 
of any other Lessee in Building, nor shall Lessee, without the written consent of Lessor, use any 
apparatus, machinery or device in or about Premises which shall cause any substantial noise or 
vibration.  If any of Lessee's office machines and equipment (other than normal small office 
equipment such as typewriters, computers and the like) should disturb the quiet enjoyment of any 
other Lessee in Building, then Lessee shall provide adequate insulation, or take such other action 
as may be necessary to eliminate the disturbance.  Lessee shall observe such reasonable rules and 
regulations as may be adopted and published by Lessor for the safety, care and cleanliness of Pre-
mises or Building and the preservation of good order therein.  Lessee shall be entitled to the same 
right of quiet enjoyment from other Lessees of the Building. 
  
4. TERM 
 
The term of this lease shall be as set forth in Article 1 (c).  Lessee shall have the option to extend 
the lease for (2) additional terms of five years each. 
 
Delay in commencement notwithstanding said commencement date:  If for any reason Lessor 
cannot deliver possession of the Premises to Lessee on said date, Lessor shall not be subject to any 
liability therefore, nor shall such failure affect the validity of this Lease or the obligations of Lessee 
hereunder.  In such case, the date of commencement and termination of the Lease, as set forth 
above, shall be extended a period of time equal to the period of any delay in delivery of possession 
of the Premises; provided that the termination date shall be further extended for the additional 
number of days required, if any, to have the lease term expire on the last day of a calendar month.  
The Lessee shall not be obligated to pay rent until possession of the Premises is tendered to Lessee, 
provided, however, that if Lessor shall not have delivered possession of the Premises within ninety 
(30) days from said commencement date, Lessee may, at Lessee's option, by notice in writing to 
Lessor within ten (10) days thereafter, cancel this Lease, in which event the parties shall be 
discharged from all obligations hereunder.   
 
Early commencement:  If Lessee occupies the Premises prior to said commencement date, such 
occupancy shall be subject to all provisions hereof, such occupancy shall not advance the 
termination date, and Lessee shall pay rent for such period at the initial monthly rates set forth 
above prorated for each calendar day. 
 
5. RENT 
 
Lessee shall pay Lessor the monthly rental which is set forth in Article 1 (d) in United States 
currency of the present standard of value in advance of the first (1st) working day of each calendar 
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month during said term, at the office of Lessor in Building or at such other place as Lessor may 
from time to time designate in writing with appropriate notice to Lessee.  The installment of rent 
payable for any portion, less than all, of a calendar month shall be a pro rata portion of the 
installment payable for a full calendar month.  Late rent penalty of five percent (5%) of the 
monthly rent shall be immediately due for any rent paid later than the fifth (5th) of any month. 
 

5.1  RENTAL INCREASES 
 
Commencing on January 1, 2022, and continuing through the term of the Lease, the parties 
agree that the monthly minimum rent due from Lessee to Lessor (as listed below), is 
payable monthly in advance on the first day of each month. Minimum monthly rental for 
any fractional month shall be prorated at one-thirtieth (1/30th) of the above specified 
amount for each day of such fractional month. 
 
  Year 1 (1/1/2022 – 12/31/2022): Base rent shall be $2,388.10 per month; 
  Year 2 (1/1/2023 – 12/31/2023): Base rent shall be $2,459.75 per month; 
  Year 3 (1/1/2024 – 12/31/2024): Base rent shall be $2,500.00 per month; 
  Year 4 (1/1/2025 – 12/31/2025): Base rent shall be $2,500.00 per month; 
  Year 5 (1/1/2026 – 12/31/2026): Base rent shall be $2,500.00 per month. 

 
6. UTILITIES 
 
Lessee shall pay full cost of utilities when utilities are separately metered. When utilities cannot be 
separately metered Lessee shall pay CAM (Common Area Maintenance) charges as defined in 
Exhibit "B".  Assessed charges are due within (30) thirty days of billing invoice date. Late CAM 
penalty of five percent (5%) of the CAM charge will be immediately due for payments not 
received within (30) thirty days after invoice date. 
 

6.1 GARBAGE 
 
A shared dumpster is available for disposal of the general day to day office garbage 
generated by the Lessee. Lessee shall use plastic garbage bags to secure their garbage 
during transfer, and to keep the dumpster and surrounding area clean.  Lessee is not 
permitted to dump personal garbage generated off site, or garbage generated off-site in the 
course of doing business, such as construction debris. Lessee shall not dump large 
quantities of accumulated garbage so as to fill the dumpster and prevent other tenants from 
being able to dispose of office garbage. Cardboard boxes must be broken down to lay flat.   

 
7. SECURITY DEPOSIT 
 
Lessor remains in possession of four thousand Dollars ($4,000.00) of Lessee’s deposit as security 
for Lessee's faithful performance of Lessee's obligations from the prior lease term.  Lessee and 
Lessor agree to apply the amount as security deposit for this current Lease since there has been no 
break in occupancy. If Lessee fails to pay rent or other charges due hereunder, or otherwise 
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defaults with respect to any provision of this Lease, Lessor may use, apply or retain all or any 
portion of said deposit for the payment of any rent or other charge in default; or for the payment of 
any other sum to which Lessor may become obligated by reason of Lessee's default; or to 
compensate Lessor for any loss or damage which Lessor may suffer due to Lessee.  If Lessor so 
uses or applies all or any portion of said deposit, Lessee shall, within ten (10) days after written 
demand therefore, deposit cash with Lessor in an amount sufficient to restore said deposit to the 
full amount hereinabove stated; and Lessee's failure to do so shall be a material breach of this 
Lease, except where such charge is in dispute.  Lessor shall not be required to keep said deposit 
separate from its general accounts.  If Lessee performs all the Lessee's obligations hereunder and 
occupies the Premises for a minimum of one year, said deposit, as has not theretofore been applied 
by Lessor, shall be returned to Lessee (or, at Lessor's option, to the last assignee of any of Lessee's 
interest hereunder) at the expiration of the term hereof and after Lessee has vacated the Premises, 
in accordance with applicable law.  If Lessee performs all the Lessee's obligations hereunder and 
occupies the Premises for less than one year, one half of said deposit, or so much of the one half 
thereof as has not theretofore been applied by Lessor, shall be returned without payment to Lessee 
(or, at Lessor's option, to the last assignee of any of Lessee's interest hereunder) after Lessee has 
vacated the Premises, in accordance with applicable law.  No trust relationship is created herein 
between Lessor and Lessee with respect to said Security Deposit. 
 
8. SERVICES 
 
Lessor, at its sole cost, shall furnish the Premises with:   See Exhibit “B” Attached 
 
Lessor shall not be liable for damages, nor shall the rental herein reserved be abated for failure to 
furnish or delay in furnishing any of the foregoing services, when such failure or delay is caused by 
accident or conditions beyond the control of Lessor, or by labor disturbances or labor disputes of 
any character, or by inability to secure fuel, supplies, machinery, equipment or labor after reasona-
ble efforts to do so, or by the making of necessary repairs or improvements to Premises or to 
Building.  Nor shall the temporary failure to furnish any of such services because of an inability to 
secure labor or other means to provide such services be construed as an eviction of Lessee or 
relieve Lessee from the duty of observing and performing any of the provisions of this lease. 
 
Normal building hours are 7:00 a.m. to 5:30 p.m., Monday through Friday.  Lessee may use the 
Premises at any hour of the day or night provided that such use is within the terms descried in 
Article 3. 
 
All Washington State Laws regarding smoking and commercial buildings shall be adhered to and 
all cigarette butts and debris shall be properly disposed of by Lessee.  
 
9.  REPAIRS AND ALTERATIONS 
 
Lessee agrees by taking possession of Premises that Premises are then in a tenantable and good 
condition; that Lessee will take good care of Premises, and that Premises will not be altered or 
changed without the written consent of Lessor.  All damage or injury done to Premises by Lessee 
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shall be paid for by Lessee and Lessee shall pay for all damage to the Building caused by Lessee's 
misuse of Premises or the appurtenances thereto.  All repairs to Premises necessary to maintain 
Premises in a tenantable and good condition shall be done by or under the direction of Lessor and 
at Lessor's expense except as otherwise specifically provided herein.  Lessee shall be responsible 
for the expense of repair and replacement to Lessee's installed equipment and improvements.  
Lessee shall pay for the replacement and maintenance of doors or windows of Premises which are 
cracked or broken by Lessee, its employees, agents or invitees.   
 
Lessee shall immediately inform the Lessor when any damage to the premises is observed.  Lessor 
or Lessor's agent shall assess the repairs needed and initiate a course of action within (7) seven 
working days of being made aware of the damage. Damage to the property that renders it unfit for 
the purpose for which Lessee intends shall be repaired immediately. For repairs made as a result of 
Lessee’s actions, Lessee shall make payment for repairs within (30) thirty days of the billing 
date of repair invoice(s). A late penalty of five percent (5%) of the invoice amount will be 
immediately due for payments not received within (30) thirty days. 
 
 Lessee shall not make changes to locks on doors or add, disturb or in any way change any 
plumbing or wiring without first obtaining written consent of Lessor.  Lessor may make any altera-
tions or improvements which Lessor may deem necessary for the preservation, safety or 
improvements of the Premises except fixtures installed by Lessee and which are removable without 
damage to Building.  Lessee shall, at the termination of this lease by the expiration of time or 
otherwise, surrender and deliver Premises to Lessor in as good condition as when received by 
Lessee from Lessor, reasonable use and wear and damage by fire or other casualty excepted. Any 
alterations made to the Premises by the Lessee shall be removed and/or restored at Lessee’s 
expense, to the original condition found at commencement of this lease, unless written permission 
is granted by the Lessor, authorizing the alterations to remain. If the Premises is not returned to the 
Lessor in as good condition as when received by Lessee from Lessor, the Lessor shall continue to 
pay rent on a per diem basis until the Premises has been returned to original condition. 
 
10. ENTRY AND INSPECTION 
 
Lessee will permit Lessor and its agents to enter into and upon Premises at all reasonable times for 
the purpose of inspecting the same or for the purpose of cleaning, repairing, altering or improving 
Premises or Building, with 48 hours prior notice to Lessee.   
 
Lessor shall conduct quarterly inspections of the premises to assess and correct maintenance needs, 
with 48 hour prior notice to Lessee.   
 
When reasonably and actually necessary for such purposes, Lessor may close entrances, doors, 
corridors, elevators or other facilities without liability to Lessee by reason of such closure and 
without such action by Lessor being construed as an eviction of Lessee or relieve the Lessee from 
the duty of observing and performing any of the provisions of this lease Lessor shall have the right 
to enter Premises upon 48 hours prior notice to Lessee during the hours of typical office use for the 
purpose of showing Premises to prospective Lessees for a period of ninety (90) days prior to the 
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expiration of the lease term.  Lessor recognizes that Lessee intends to use the Premises for a unique 
purpose relating to law enforcement that requires strictly controlled and supervised access.  For 
that reason, under no circumstance, barring an emergency jeopardizing life or property, will Lessor 
or any of Lessor’s agents enter the Premises without a minimum of (48) forty-eight hours prior 
notice to Lessee and with Lessee’s acknowledgement of having received such notice.  At Lessee’s 
discretion, Lessee may accompany Lessor or Lessor’s agents or invitees through the Premises so as 
to ensure the preservation of evidence and to maintain the integrity of Lessee’s logs recording 
access to such evidence. 
  
11. DAMAGE OR DESTRUCTION 
 
If Premises or Building are damaged by fire or other casualty, the damage shall be repaired by and 
at the expense of Lessor, provided such repairs can be made within sixty (60) days after the occur-
rence of such damage without the payment of overtime or other premiums.  Until such repairs are 
completed, the rent shall be abated in proportion to the part of Premises which is unusable by 
Lessee in the conduct of its business (but there shall be no abatement of rent by reason of any 
portion of Premises being unusable for a period equal to one day or less).  If such repairs cannot be 
made within sixty (60) days Lessor may, at its option, make them within a reasonable time and, in 
such event, this lease shall continue in effect and the rent shall be abated in the manner provided 
above.  Lessor's election to make such repairs must be evidenced by written notice to Lessee within 
thirty (30) days after the occurrence of the damage.  If Lessor does not so elect to make such repa-
irs which cannot be made within sixty (60) days, then either party may, by written notice to the 
other, cancel this lease.  A total destruction of Building shall automatically terminate this lease. 
 
12. ADVERTISING 
 
Lessor shall have the right to prohibit any advertising by Lessee, which, in its opinion, tends to 
impair the reputation of the Building as a first class business or professional area. 
 
13. SIGNS 
 
Lessee will not inscribe any inscription or post, place, or in any manner display any sign, notice, 
picture, placard or poster, or any advertising matter whatsoever, anywhere in or about the leased 
Premises of Building, without first obtaining Lessor's written consent thereto, places not visible 
from anywhere outside of said Premises excepted.  Lessee shall be responsible for the maintenance 
of all exterior signage to satisfaction of Lessor.  Lessor shall maintain any Lessor installed or 
provided signs. 
 
14. ACCIDENTS, INDEMNITY AND WAIVER OF SUBROGATION 
 
Lessee shall defend and indemnify Lessor from and against any and all liability, damages, costs, or 
expenses, including attorneys' fees, arising from any act, omission, or negligence of Lessee, or the 
officers, contractors, licensees, agents, servants, employees, guests, invitees, or visitors of Lessee 
on the Premises, or arising from any accident, injury, or damage to any person or property, 
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occurring on the Premises, provided that the foregoing provision shall not be construed to make 
Lessee responsible for loss, damage, liability or expense resulting from injuries to third parties 
caused by the negligence of Lessor, or of any officer, contractor, licensee, agent, servant, 
employee, guest, invitee or visitor of Lessor.  Likewise, Lessor shall defend and indemnify Lessee 
from and against any and all liability, damages, costs, or expenses, including attorneys' fees, 
arising from any act, omission, or negligence of Lessor or the officers, contractors, licensees, 
agents, servants, employees, guests, invitees, or visitors of Lessor in or about the Building, or 
arising from any accident, injury, or damage, howsoever and by whomsoever caused, to any person 
or property, occurring in or about the Building, provided that the foregoing provision shall not be 
construed to make Lessor responsible for loss, damage, liability or expense resulting from injuries 
to third parties caused by the negligence of Lessee, or any officer, contractor, licensee, agent, 
servant, employee, guest, invitee or visitor of Lessee.  Lessor and Lessee each releases the other 
from responsibility for, and waive their entire claim of recovery for (i) any loss or damage to the 
real or personal property of either located anywhere in the Building and including Building itself, 
arising out of or incident to the occurrence of any of the perils which may be covered by the fire 
and lightning insurance policy, with extended coverage endorsement, in common use in the Seattle 
locality, and policies covering any loss by theft or water damage, or (ii) loss resulting from 
business interruption at Premises or loss of rental income from Building, arising out of or incident 
to the occurrence of any of the perils which may be covered by the business interruption insurance 
policy and by the loss of rental income insurance policy in common use in the Seattle locality.  To 
the extent that such risks under (i) and (ii) are in fact covered by insurance, each party shall cause 
its insurance carriers to consent to such waiver and to waive all rights of subrogation against the 
other party. 
 
15. INSURANCE 
   
Lessee shall procure and maintain for the duration of the Agreement, insurance against claims 
for injuries to persons or damage to property which may arise from or in connection with the 
Lessee’s operation and use of the leased Premises.  Lessee shall maintain the following insurance 
limits: Commercial General Liability insurance with limits no less than $2,000,000 each 
occurrence, $2,000,000 general aggregate. Satisfactory proof of the Lessee’s membership in 
Washington Cities Insurance Authority shall satisfy the requirements of Section 15 of this Lease 
Agreement. 
 
Lessor agrees to provide fire insurance in reasonable amounts on the Building only, not contents.  
Lessee covenants and agrees that it will not do or permit anything to be done on the leased 
Premises during the term hereof, which will increase the rate of Lessor's insurance on the Building 
which the leased Premises form a part, above the minimum rate which would be applicable in such 
Premises for the Lessee's type of business; and Lessee agrees that in the event it shall cause such an 
increase in the rate of insurance, it will, upon notice by Lessor providing evidence that Lessee’s 
activities have caused rates to increase,  promptly pay to the Lessor, as additional rent, any increase 
in premiums resulting therefrom. 
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16. LIENS AND INSOLVENCY 
 
Lessee shall keep Premises and Building free from any liens or encumbrances arising out of any 
work performed by Lessee, materials furnished by Lessee, or obligations incurred by Lessee. 
 
17. DEFAULT AND RE-ENTRY 
 
If Lessee fails to pay any installment of rent within ten (10) days after written notice, or to perform 
any other covenant under this lease within thirty (30) days after written notice from Lessor stating 
the nature of the default, Lessor may cancel this lease and re-enter and take possession of Premises 
using all necessary force to do so; provided, however, that if the nature of such default other than 
for non-payment of rent is such that the same cannot reasonably be cured within such thirty-day 
period, Lessee shall not be deemed to be in default if Lessee shall within such period commence 
such cure and thereafter diligently prosecute the same to completion.  Upon such re-entry, Lessor 
may elect either (i) to terminate this lease, in which event Lessee shall immediately pay to Lessor a 
sum equal to that by which the then cash value of the total rent reserved under this lease for the 
balance of the lease term exceeds the then reasonable rental value of the Premises for the balance 
of the lease term; or (ii) without terminating this lease, to relet all or any part of the Premises, as 
the agent of and for the account of Lessee upon such terms and conditions as Lessor may deem 
advisable, in which event the rent received on such reletting shall be applied first to the expenses of 
reletting and collection, including necessary renovation and alteration of the Premises, reasonable 
attorneys' fees and real estate commissions paid, and thereafter to payment of all sums due or to 
become due Lessor hereunder, and if a sufficient sum shall not be thus realized to pay such sums 
and other charges, Lessee shall pay Lessor any deficiency monthly, and Lessor may bring an action 
therefore as such monthly deficiency shall arise.  In the event of any such retaking of possession of 
Premises by Lessor as herein provided, Lessee shall remove all personal property located thereon 
and, upon failure to do so upon demand of Lessor, Lessor may reasonably remove and store the 
same in any place selected by Lessor, including but not limited to a public warehouse, at the 
expense and risk of Lessee.  If Lessee shall fail to pay any sums due hereunder or the cost of 
storing any such property after it has been stored for a period of thirty (30) days or more, after ten 
(10) days notice to the Lessee, Lessor may sell any or all of such property at public or private sale 
and shall apply the proceeds of such sale first, to the cost of such sale; second, to the payment of 
the charges for storage, if any; and third, to the payment of any other sums of money which may be 
due from Lessee to Lessor under the terms of this lease, and the balance, if any, to Lessee.  Lessee 
hereby waives all claims for damages that may be caused by Lessor's lawfully re-entering and 
taking possession of Premises or lawfully removing and storing the property of Lessee as herein 
provided, and will save Lessor harmless from loss, costs or damages occasioned Lessor thereby, 
and no such lawful re-entry shall be considered or construed to be a forcible entry. 
 
18. SURRENDER OF POSSESSION 
 
Upon expiration of the term of this lease, whether by lapse of time or otherwise, Lessee shall 
promptly and peacefully surrender Premises to Lessor. 
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19. COSTS, ATTORNEYS' FEES AND VENUE 
 
If Lessee or Lessor shall bring any action for any relief against the other, declaratory or otherwise, 
arising out of this Lease including any suit by Lessor for the recovery of rent or possession of 
Premises, the losing party shall pay the successful party a reasonable sum of attorneys' fees in such 
suit.  Venue for any proceeding involving this agreement shall be in Thurston County, Washington. 
 
20. NON-WAIVER 
 
Waiver by Lessor or Lessee of any breach of any term, covenant or condition herein contained 
shall not be deemed to be a waiver of such term, covenant, or condition, or of any subsequent 
breach of the same or any other term, covenant or condition herein contained.  The subsequent 
acceptance of rent hereunder by Lessor shall not be deemed to be a waiver of any preceding breach 
by Lessee of any term, covenant, or condition of this lease, other than the failure of Lessee to pay 
the particular rent so accepted regardless of Lessor's knowledge of such preceding breach at the 
time of acceptance of such rent. 
 
21. ASSIGNMENT AND SUBLETTING 
 
Lessee shall not assign this Lease or sublet Premises or any part thereof without first obtaining 
Lessor's written consent, which consent shall not be unreasonably withheld.  Lessee shall remain 
liable for the payment of all sums agreed to be paid under the terms of this lease despite any such 
assignment.  However, if at the time of any such assignment Lessee establishes to the reasonable 
satisfaction of Lessor that its assignee is of financial responsibility equal to or superior to Lessee, 
Lessee shall be released from all such liability by an instrument in writing signed by Lessor.  
Consent to any such assignment or subletting shall not operate as a waiver of the necessity for a 
consent to any subsequent assignment or subletting, and the terms of such consent shall be binding 
upon any person holding by, under or through Lessee.  In the event of an assignment or subletting 
which requires Lessor's time and/or expense, Lessee shall reasonably compensate Lessor for such 
expenses.  If Lessee is a corporation, then any transfer of this lease by merger, consolidation or 
liquidation or any change in the ownership of, or power to vote, the majority of its outstanding 
voting stock shall constitute an assignment for the purposes of this article. 
 
22. SUCCESSORS 
 
All of the covenants, agreements, terms and conditions contained in this Lease shall apply to and 
be binding upon Lessor and Lessee and their respective heirs, executors, administrators, successors 
and assigns. 
 
23. PRIORITY 
 
This lease shall automatically be subordinate to any first mortgage or deed of trust heretofore or 
hereafter placed upon Building, to any and all advances made or to be made thereunder, to the 
interest on the obligations secured thereby, and to all renewals, replacements and extensions 
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thereof; provided, however, that in the event of foreclosure of any such mortgage or deed of trust 
or exercise of the power of sale thereunder, Lessee shall attorn to the purchaser of Building at such 
foreclosure or sale and recognize such purchaser as Lessor under this lease if so requested by such 
purchaser.  If any mortgagee or beneficiary elects to have this lease superior to its mortgage or 
deed of trust and gives notice of its election to Lessee, then this lease shall thereupon become 
superior to the lien of such mortgage or deed of trust, whether this lease is dated or recorded before 
or after the mortgage or deed of trust.  Within fifteen days of presentation, Lessee shall execute, 
acknowledge, and deliver to Lessor (i)  any subordination or non-disturbance agreement or other 
instrument that Lessor may require to carry out the provisions of this article, and (ii)  any estoppel 
certificate requested by Lessor from time to time in the standard form of any such mortgagee or 
beneficiary certifying in writing, if such be true, that Lessee shall be in occupancy, that this lease is 
unmodified and in full force and effect (or if there have been modifications, that the same is in full 
force and effect as modified and stating the modifications) and the dates to which the rent and 
other charges shall have been paid, and that there shall be no rental offsets or claims. 
 
24. CONDEMNATION 
 
If the whole of Premises, or if such portion of either Premises or the facilities in Building as may 
be required for the reasonable use of Premises, shall be taken by virtue of any condemnation or 
eminent domain proceeding, this lease shall automatically terminate as of the date of such 
condemnation, or as of the date possession is taken by the condemning authority, whichever is 
earlier.  Current rent and payments for Lessee's improvements shall be apportioned as of the date 
of such termination.  In case of a taking of a part of Premises or a portion of the facilities in 
Building not required for the reasonable use of Premises, then this lease shall continue in full force 
and effect and the rental shall be equitably reduced based on the proportion by which the rentable 
area of Premises is reduced, such rent reduction to be effective on the date of such partial taking.  
No award for any partial or entire taking shall be apportioned, and Lessee hereby assigns to Lessor 
any award which may be made in such taking or condemnation together with any and all rights of 
Lessee now or hereafter arising in or to the same or any part thereof, provided, however, that 
nothing herein shall be deemed to give Lessor any interest in or to require Lessee to assign to 
Lessor any award made to Lessee for the taking of personal property or fixtures belonging to 
Lessee, for the interruption of or damage to Lessee's business or for Lessee's moving expenses. 
  
25. PARKING 
 
Lessor shall provide Lessee with parking spaces for (3) three vehicles until the termination of this 
lease. The parking spaces shall be made available 24 hours per day/7 days per week. Lessee, 
Lessee's employees and contractors shall follow the Parking Plan and Parking Lot Guidelines 
(Exhibit “C”) provided by the Lessor.  Lessor may revise the Parking Plan, and make other rules 
and regulations limiting or designating certain areas of parking as necessary.  Lessee shall bear 
responsibility for communicating the Parking Plan and Parking Lot Guidelines requirements to 
employees, contractors and visitors, and monitoring employees, contractors, and visitors’ 
adherence to the Parking Plan and Guidelines.  All parked vehicles must be in operable condition. 
Lessee shall cooperate with neighboring tenant(s). Lessor shall make reasonable effort to clear 
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snow from parking areas, but cannot guarantee parking spaces will be accessible during periods of 
snowfall. 
  
Lessee, Lessee’s employees and contractors shall not store vehicles, trailers, equipment or 
materials outside the premises as described in Article 1 without prior written consent of Lessor. At 
Lessor's discretion, Lessee may be allowed to store vehicles, trailers, equipment or materials by 
separate written agreement. Any vehicles, trailers, equipment or materials stored on the Lessor's 
property for a documented period greater than (7) seven days without prior written consent of the 
Lessor will be towed/removed.

SUBSECTION 18.02.180(O) OF THE OLYMPIA MUNICIPAL CODE 

 
 
WHEREAS, the City annually reviews and updates the Olympia Engineering Design and Development 
Standards (EDDS) to address changes in regulations or standards, improve consistency with the Olympia 
Comprehensive Plan, and to add clarity; and 
 
WHEREAS, the Olympia Municipal Code (OMC) is amended simultaneously to update related code 
provisions for consistency with changes to the EDDS; and 
 
WHEREAS, the Land Use and Environment Committee reviewed the proposed amendments to the EDDS 
and OMC (the Proposed Amendments) on February 18, 2021, and June 17, 2021; and 
 
WHEREAS, a public hearing was held on August 10, 2021, to consider the Proposed amendments; and 
 
WHEREAS, the Proposed Amendments were sent to the Washington State Department of Commerce 
Growth Management Services with the Notice of Intent to Adopt Development Regulation Amendments 
as required by RCW 36.70A.106, and no comments were received from state agencies during the 
comment period; and 
 
WHEREAS, the City of Olympia Responsible Official under the State Environmental Policy Act (SEPA), 
determined the Proposed Amendments to be categorically exempt under SEPA, pursuant to 197-11-
800(19)(b) of the Washington Administrative Code; and 
 
WHEREAS, the Proposed Amendments are consistent with the Olympia Comprehensive Plan and will 
continue to move the City toward its goal of providing sustainable infrastructure; and 
 
WHEREAS, Chapters 35A.63 and 36.70A RCW and Article 11, Section 11 of the Washington State 
Constitution authorize and permit the City to adopt this Ordinance;  
 
NOW, THEREFORE, THE OLYMPIA CITY COUNCIL ORDAINS AS FOLLOWS: 
 
Section 1.  Amendment of OMC 12.02.020.  Olympia Municipal Code Subsection 12.02.020 is hereby 
amended to read as follows: 
 
12.02.020 Engineering design and development standards 
 
There is hereby adopted by reference "20182021 Engineering Design and Development Standards," one 
(1) copy of which shall be kept on file in the office of the City Clerk and the Olympia Public Works 
Department. These standards shall be considered a part of this ordinance as though fully set forth herein. 
 
Section 2.  Amendment of OMC 17.12.  Olympia Municipal Code Chapter 17.12 is hereby amended to 
read as follows:

DEFINITIONS

17.12.010 Definitions 
For the purpose of this title, certain words and terms are defined in this chapter. When consistent with 
the context, words used in the present tense shall include the future; the singular term shall include the 
plural; and the plural, the singular; the word “shall” is always mandatory and the word “may” denotes a 
use of discretion. 

A.    "Applicant" means any individual or entity who applies for preliminary plat, short plat, large lot 
subdivision or binding site plan approval under this title. 

B.    "Auditor" means the auditor of Thurston County, Washington. 

C.    "Binding site plan" means a drawing made and approved in accordance with the provisions of 
subdivisions D, E and G of Section 17.04.040 of this title which contains inscriptions and attachments 
setting forth such appropriate limitations and conditions for the use of the land as are established by the 
city, and which contains provisions requiring any development to be in conformance with the site plan. 

D.    "Buildable lot" means a lot meeting all of the requirements of size, shape, frontage, sanitation, etc., 
contained in this title and other ordinances of the city for any specific type of development. 

E.    "Boundary line adjustment" means an alteration of a division of land by adjustment of boundary 
lines, between platted or unplatted lots or parcels or both, which does not create an additional lot, tract, 
parcel, building site, or division nor creates any lot, tract, parcel, building site, or division which contains 
insufficient area or dimension to meet the minimum requirements for width or area for a building site. 
Boundary line adjustments include lot consolidations wherein boundary lines are removed. 

F.    "City council" means the mayor and council members of the city. 

G.    "Comprehensive plan" means a plan adopted by the City Council as a guide to the physical growth 
and improvement of the city, including modifications or refinements which may be made from time to 
time. Said plan may include the following elements: land use, transportation, transit, public services and 
facilities, housing, community development, and additional subjects relating to the physical development 
of the city. 

H.    "County" means the county of Thurston, state of Washington. 

I.    "Date of filing" means the date that a complete and accurate application for preliminary plat, short 
plat, large lot plat or final plat approval is filed with the city. 

J.    "Declaration of short subdivision" means a document signed by all persons having any real interest in 
the land being subdivided and acknowledged before a notary that they signed the same as their free act 
and deed, and containing, as a minimum, the following elements: 

1.    A legal description of the tract being divided; 

2.    An illustrative map; 
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3.    Any restrictive covenants; 

4.    A title report or plat certificate; 

5.    Any special conditions of short subdivision approval (e.g., frontage improvements 
requirements). 

K.    "Dedication" means the deliberate appropriation of land by an owner for any general and public 
uses, reserving to that owner no other rights than such as are compatible with the full exercise and 
enjoyment of the public uses to which the property has been devoted. The intention to dedicate shall be 
evidenced by the owner by the presentment for filing of a final plat, short plat or binding site plan 
showing the dedication thereon; and the acceptance by the public shall be evidenced by the approval of 
such plat or plan for filing by the appropriate governmental unit. 

L.    "Department" The means the City of Olympia Community Planning and Development Department. 

M.    "Development" means the development of land as proposed and/or described in any application for 
development permit approval submitted to the city. 

N.    "Development permit" means any land use permit which must be approved by the city prior to the 
development of land. Development permits shall include preliminary plats, short plats, binding site plans, 
large lot subdivisions and final plats. 

O.    "Director" means the Director of the City of Olympia Community Planning and Development 
Department, and the Director’s designees. 

P.    "Easement" means a right granted by a property owner to specifically named parties or to the 
general public for the use of certain areas or strips of land for particular purposes. Where appropriate to 
the context, easement may also refer to the land covered by the rights granted. This may include 
pedestrian paths, bicycle paths, utility easements, drainage, open space, etc. 

Q.    "Final Approval" means the final official action taken by the City Council, Hearing Examiner, or 
planner on the proposed subdivision, short subdivision, binding site plan, large lot subdivision or 
dedication, or portion thereof. 

R.    "Final plat" means the final drawing of the subdivision and dedication prepared for filing for record 
with the county auditor and containing all elements and requirements set forth in RCW Chapter 58.17 
and in this title adopted pursuant thereto. 

S.    "Flooding" means the inundation of an area of land that is not usually under water. 

T.    "Hearing examiner" means the land use Hearing Examiner for the city. 

U.    "Improvements" means and includes, but is not limited to, streets and roads complying with the 
development standards and specifications adopted by the city; public utility and pedestrian facilities; 
streetlights; landscape features; bridge structures; storm drainage facilities; and traffic control devices as 
are required to be installed as a part of subdivision, short subdivision, large lot subdivision or binding site 
plan approval. 

V.    "Large lot subdivision" means the division of land into lots or tracts, each of which is 1/128 of a 
section of land or larger, or 5 acres or larger, if the land is not capable of description as a fraction of a 
section of land. For purposes of computing the size of any lot under this section which borders on a 
street, the lot size shall be expanded to include that area which would be bounded by the centerline of 
the street and the side lot lines of the lot running perpendicular to such centerline. 
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W.    "Lot" means a fractional part of subdivided or site planned land having fixed boundaries, being of 
sufficient area and dimensions to meet minimum zoning requirements for width and area. The term shall 
include tracts or parcels. 

X.    "Mean sea level datum" means the published mean sea level datum established by the U. S. Coast 
and Geodetic Survey (now National Geodetic Survey) and the benchmarks referenced to this datum 
established by the city City Public Works Department. 

Y.    "Olympia coordinate system" means the horizontal ground scale coordinate system referenced to the 
Washington Coordinate System as established by the city Public Works Department. 

ZY.    "Person" means every person, firm, partnership, association, social organization, corporation, 
estate, trust, receiver, syndicate, branch of government, or any other group or combination acting as a 
unit. 

AAZ.    "Planned residential development" means a unified development approved in accordance with 
Title 18 of this code. 

BBAA.    "Plat" means a map or representation of a subdivision, showing thereon the division of a tract or 
parcel of land into lots, blocks, streets and alleys or other divisions or dedications. 

CCBB.    "Preliminary Approval" means the official action taken on a proposed division of land when 
provision of improvements or fulfillment of conditions are to occur prior to final approval. 

DDCC.    "Preliminary plat" means a neat and approximate drawing of a proposed subdivision showing 
the general layout of streets and alleys, lots, blocks and other elements of a subdivision consistent with 
the requirements of this chapter. The preliminary plat shall furnish a basis for the approval or disapproval 
of the general layout of a subdivision. 

EEDD.    "Short plat" means the map or representation of a short subdivision containing all of the 
pertinent information as required by this title. 

FFEE.    "Short subdivision" means the division or redivision of land into nine or fewer lots, tracts, parcels, 
sites or divisions for the purpose of transfer of ownership, sale or lease. 

GGFF.    "Site plan review committee" is defined in OMC 18.02.180. 

HHGG.    "Subdivider" means a person who undertakes the subdividing of land. 

IIHH.    "Subdivision" means the division or redivision of land into ten or more lots, tracts, parcels, sites 
or divisions, which are less than five acres in area, whether immediate or future, for the purpose of sale, 
lease or transfer of ownership. This definition applies whether or not there is a dedication involved. 

JJII.    "Utilities easements" means rights-of-way which may be used by public utilities, including, but not 
limited to, electricity, water, natural gas, sewer, telephone and television cable for the construction, 
operation, maintenance, alteration and repair of their respective facilities. 

KKJJ.    "Variance" means an authorization granting relief under the provisions of Chapter 17.52 of this 
title from the literal enforcement of this title, when special conditions exist or unusual hardship will result 
therefrom.

5.    If more than two sheets are used, an index of the entire subdivision showing the arrangement 
of all sheets shall be included. Each shall be appropriately numbered. 

6.    The plat title, date, scale and north arrow shall be shown on each appropriate sheet of the final 
plat. 

7.    All signatures placed on the final plat shall be original signatures written in permanent black 
India ink. 

C.    Street Monuments. The surveyor preparing the plat shall submit a street monumentation plat to the 
Public Works Department for approval prior to setting any permanent street monuments. The Public 
Works Department shall determine the number and location of permanent control monuments in streets 
within and leading into the plat, if any. All street monuments shall conform to the standard specifications 
of the American Public Works Association or as amended by city standard plans. 

D.    Content. 

1.    The following information is required on the final plat map: 

a.    The date, scale, north arrow, legend, controlling topography and existing features such as 
highways and railroads; 

b.    Legal description of the plat boundaries; 

c.    Reference points and lines of existing surveys identified, related to the plat as follows: 
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i.    Adjoining corners of adjoining subdivisions, 

ii.    City or county boundary lines when crossing or adjacent to the subdivision, 

iii.    Section and donation land claim lines within and adjacent to the plat, 

iv.    Whenever the county or a city has established the centerline of a street adjacent to or 
within the proposed subdivision, the location of this line and monuments found or reset, 

v.    All other monuments found or established in making the survey of this subdivision or 
required to be installed by provisions of this title, 

vi.    The basis of bearings, shall be shown and shall be the Olympia coordinate system as 
defined and required in WAC 332-130-050(1)(b)(iii); 

d.    The exact location and width of streets and easements intersecting the boundary of the 
tract; 

e.    Tract, block and lot boundary lines and street rights-of-way and centerlines, with 
dimensions, bearings or deflection angles, radii, arcs, points of curvature and tangent bearings. 
Tract boundaries, lot boundaries and street bearings shall be shown to the nearest second with 
basis of bearings. All distances shall be shown to the nearest 0.01 foot; 

f.    The width of the portion of streets being dedicated, the width of any existing rights-of-way 
and the width of each side of the centerline. For streets on curvature, curve data shall be based 
on the street centerline. In addition to the centerline dimensions, the radius and central angle 
shall be indicated; 

g.    Easements denoted by fine dashed lines or described by narrative, clearly identified and, if 
already of record, their recorded reference. The width of the easement, its length and bearings, 
and sufficient ties to locate the easement with respect to the subdivision must be shown. If the 
easement is being dedicated by the map, it shall be properly referenced in the owner’s 
certificate of dedication; 

h.    Lot numbers beginning with number "1" and numbered consecutively without omission or 
duplication throughout the plat. The numbers shall be solid, of sufficient size and thickness to 
stand out and so placed as not to obliterate any figure. Lot numbers in an addition to a 
subdivision of the same name shall be a continuation of the numbering of the original 
subdivision; 

i.    Accurate outlines and designations of any areas to be dedicated or reserved for public use 
or to be committed for the common use of all property owners with the purpose of dedication, 
reservation and commitment to be clearly set forth on the plat document together with accurate 
references to appropriate recorded documents; 

j.    All required dedications, endorsements, covenants, affidavits and certificates shall show on 
the face of the final plat; 

k.    The final plat shall show the subdivision of the section or sections involved and show the 
township(s) and range(s); provided, that if the land being platted is not described by section 
subdivision, the final plat map shall show a vicinity map showing monuments and land corners 
sufficient to properly orient the new subdivision; 

l.    Specific wording as may be required by the preliminary plat approval; 
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m.    A plat or subdivision contiguous to, or representing a portion of or all of the frontage of a 
body of water, river or stream shall indicate the location of monuments, which shall be located 
at such distance above high-water mark as to reasonably insure against damage and destruction 
by flooding or erosion; 

n.    Lots containing one acre or more shall show net acreage to nearest hundredth, whenever 
possible; 

o.    Designation of lots to be used for other than single-family residential purposes; 

p.    If the plat constitutes a replat of all or portions of an existing subdivision, this shall be 
clearly indicated just below the subdivision name. All original plat lines shall be shown in half-
tone around the perimeter of the new plat. 

q.    A summary of the terms and conditions, including building permit restrictions, of any 
agreement and security to construct improvements in the future on the plat. 

2.    Acknowledgments and Certificates. Acknowledgments and certificates required by this title shall 
be in language substantially indicated in the following subsections: 

a.    Dedications. The intention of the owner shall be evidenced by the owner’s presentation for 
filing of a final plat clearly showing the dedication thereof and bearing the following certificate 
signed by all real parties of interest: 

"Know all persons by these presents that ________________________, the 
undersigned owner, in fee simple of the land hereby platted, 
_________________________, and ______________________, the mortgagee 
thereof, hereby declare this plat and dedicate to the use of the public forever all 
streets, avenues, places and sewer easements or whatever public property there is 
shown on the plat and the use for public purposes.

B.    The survey of the proposed large lot subdivision and preparation of the final map shall be made by 
or under the supervision of a registered land surveyor who shall certify on the map that it is a true and 
correct representation of the lands actually surveyed. 

C.    The map shall be prepared on a sheet of reproducible material having dimensions of 18" by 24" and 
at a horizontal scale between 200’ to the inch and 50’ to the inch. The following shall be shown on the 
final large lot plat map: 
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1.    Title block, preferably located in the lower right-hand corner, to contain: 

a.    Section, township and range, 

b.    Date of preparation, datum, scale and north arrow, 

c.    Legal descriptions of the original tract, 

d.    Basis of bearings, which shall be the Olympia coordinate system as defined and required in 
WAC 332-130-050(1)(b)(iii); 

2.    Vicinity sketch clearly identifying the location of the property; 

3.    Plat representation, to contain: 

a.    The boundary lines of the property to be divided, 

b.    The development status of contiguous land, including the name of any adjacent plats and 
rights-of-way, 

c.    The layout, dimensions and number of each lot in the large lot subdivision with bearings or 
deflection angles, radii, arcs, points of curvature, and tangent bearings, 

d.    The names, locations and widths of all existing streets, rights-of-way, easements, other 
public ways, watercourses and major transmission facilities rights-of-way within and adjacent to 
the proposed development, 

e.    The locations and dimensions of all parcels of land intended to be dedicated or reserved for 
public use or to be reserved in the deeds for the common use of the property owners if the 
subdivision with the purpose, conditions or limitations of such dedications or reservations clearly 
indicated. 

f.    The locations of all existing structures within the large lot subdivision, 

g.    Existing monuments or other such identifying markers, 

h.    Lot numbers beginning with the number "1" and numbered consecutively without omission 
or duplication throughout the large lot plat. The numbers shall be solid, of sufficient size and 
thickness to stand out, and so placed as not to obliterate any figure; 

4.    Acknowledgments and certificates, preferably located along the bottom of the map, as follows: 

a.    Restrictions. The following restriction shall show on the face of the large lot plat map: 

i.    The following shall be required when the large lot plat contains a private street: "The 
cost of construction and maintaining all streets not herein dedicated as public streets shall be 
the obligation of all of the owners, and the obligation to maintain shall be concurrently the 
obligation of any corporation in which title of the streets may be held." 

ii.    "All landscaped areas in public rights-of-way shall be maintained by the owner and the 
owner’s successor(s) and may be reduced or eliminated if deemed necessary for or 
detrimental to City street purposes."

iii.    The following shall be required when the large lot plat contains commonly owned tracts: 
"Community tracts shall be owned and maintained in common for the benefit of all lot 
owners. All lots have an undivided interest in the ownership and maintenance of community 
areas. The ownership interest in each community tract shall be stated in the deed to each 
lot." 

iv.    The following shall be required when the installation of required improvements has not 
been completed prior to recording: "Pursuant to City Ordinance, the City of Olympia may 
deny the issuance of building or occupancy permits for any structure within this large lot plat 
until street, sidewalk, or other required plat improvements have been installed." 

v.    Any additional conditions as approved by the Department. 

b.    Certificate From Land Surveyor. The completed large lot plat shall show a certificate from 
the land surveyor who platted the property, in substantially the following form: "I hereby certify 
that this large lot plat map is based upon an actual survey and subdivision of a portion of 
Section_____, Township_____, Range_____, W.M.; that the distances and courses shown 
thereon are correct; that the monuments have been set and lot and block corners staked on the 
ground." 

c.    Certificates of City Officers. The large lot plat shall also show the following certificates: 

i.    Certificate--City Engineer. 
"Examined and approved this_____ day of_________________________ 
[year].

ii.    Certificate--Health Officer. Preliminary inspections indicate soil conditions may allow the 
use of septic tanks as a means of sewage disposal for some, but not necessarily all, of the 
building sites within this plat. Prospective purchasers of lots should inquire at the Thurston 
County Health Department about the issuance of septic tank permits for specific lots.

D.    Supporting Documents. The following documentation shall accompany each application for final 
approval of a large lot plat: A current title report or plat certificate confirming that the title of the lands as 
described and shown in the plat is in the name of the owners signing the large lot plat and showing 
restrictions encumbering the land. 

E.    Street Monuments. The surveyor preparing the plat shall submit a street monumentation plat to the 
Public Works Department for approval prior to setting any permanent street monuments. The Public 
Works Department shall determine the number and location of permanent control monuments in streets 
within and leading into the large lot plat, if any. All streets monuments shall conform to the standard 
specifications of the American Public Works Association or as amended by city standard plans. 

Section 9.  Amendment of OMC 18.02.180(O).  Olympia Municipal Code Subsection 18.02.180(O) is 
hereby amended to read as follows: 

18.02.180 Definitions 

O.    DEFINITIONS - SPECIFIC. 

Object. A thing of functional, aesthetic, cultural, historical, or scientific value that may be, by nature or 
design, movable yet related to a specific setting or environment. 

Off-Site Treatment and Storage Facility. A facility that treats or stores hazardous wastes or special 
incinerator ash generated on properties other than the property on which the off-site facility is located. 
(See also current edition of "Zoning Guidelines for Hazardous Waste Treatment and Storage Facilities," 
prepared by the Solid and Hazardous Waste Program of the State Department of Ecology.) 
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Office. A building or portion thereof which is primarily used to transact the administrative or professional 
activities of a business. Such uses include, but are not limited to: medical (excluding veterinary), dental, 
chiropractic, optometric, legal, banking, insurance, real estate, security brokers, administrative, public, 
contractors, consultants, corporate, or manufacturers’ offices. (See also Home Occupation.) 

Office, Bank. Banks, savings and loans, credit unions, and other depository institutions. 

Office, Business. The offices of real estate agencies, mortgage brokers, advertising agencies, credit 
agencies, mailing services and postal substations, employment agencies, insurance agencies, membership 
organizations except social organizations, accountants, attorneys, security brokers, financial advisors, 
architects, engineers, surveyors, tax preparation services, computer software development, and other 
similar business services. This may also include the administrative offices for businesses whose primary 
activity may be construction, manufacturing, utility services, or some other non-office use conducted 
elsewhere. 

Office, Government. The legislative, administrative, service delivery, or judicial offices of local, state, or 
federal agencies. It also includes federal post offices where mail processing takes place for local delivery. 
It does not include government land uses such as maintenance facilities for government-owned trucks, 
buses, or heavy equipment which are a Light Industrial use. 

Office, Medical. This includes the offices of doctors, dentists, chiropractors, optometrists, and other 
health practitioners providing outpatient care. It also includes medical and dental laboratories, blood 
banks, and the like. 

Office Supplies and Equipment Stores. Stores selling office products such as stationery, legal forms, 
writing implements, typewriters, computers, copiers, office furniture, and the like. 

Office Uses, General. A room or group of rooms used for conducting the affairs of a business and 
generally furnished with desks, tables, files, and communication equipment. 

Office, Veterinary/Clinic. A place where animals are given medical care and the boarding of animals is 
limited to short-term care incidental to the hospital use. (See also Animal Hospital.) 

Olympia Coordinate System. The horizontal ground scale coordinate system referenced to the 
Washington Coordinate System as established by the City Public Works Department. 

On-Site. Located on the same lot that is the subject of an application for development. 

On-Site Treatment and Storage Facility. A facility that treats or stores hazardous wastes generated on the 
same property, see current edition of "Zoning Guidelines for Hazardous Waste Treatment and Storage 
Facilities," prepared by the Solid and Hazardous Waste Program of the State Department of Ecology. 

Open Record Hearing. A hearing conducted by a single hearing body or officer that creates the City’s 
record through testimony and submission of evidence and information under procedures prescribed by 
this Title. [See RCW 36.70B.020(3)]. 
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Open Record Appeal Hearing. A form of open record hearing held on request in response to a notice of 
decision when no open record predecision hearing was held on the project permit. [See 
RCW 36.70B.020(3)]. 

Open Record Predecision Hearing. A form of open record hearing held prior to the City’s decision on a 
project permit. [See RCW 36.70B.020(3)]. 

Open Space, Common. Land within or related to a development, not individually owned or dedicated for 
public use, that is designed and intended for the common use or enjoyment of the residents and may 
include such complementary structures and improvements as are necessary and appropriate. 

Open Space, Public. Undeveloped public land that is permanently set aside (as opposed to regulated) to 
protect the special natural character of a particular location. Open space may include, but is not limited to 
wetlands; wetland buffers; creek, stream or river corridors; forested areas; ravines, bluffs or other 
geologically hazardous areas; and undeveloped areas within parks. 

Ordinary High Water Mark (OHWM). (Also referred to as Ordinary High Water Line OHWL.) Per WAC 220-
660-030, the mark on the shores of all waters that will be found by examining the bed and banks and 
ascertaining where the presence and action of waters are so common and usual and so long continued in 
ordinary years, as to mark upon the soil or vegetation a character distinct from that of the abutting 
upland, provided that in any area where the ordinary high water line cannot be found, the ordinary high 
water line adjoining saltwater shall be the line of mean higher high water, and the ordinary high water 
line adjoining freshwater shall be the elevation of the mean annual flood. OHWM is used to determine the 
location of standard buffer widths of streams as required under OMC 18.32.435(C). 

Ordinary Repair and Maintenance. Work for which a permit issued by the City is not required by law, and 
where the purpose and effect of such work is to prevent or correct any deterioration or decay of or 
damage to the real property or structure appurtenant thereto and to restore the same, as nearly as may 
be practicable, to the condition prior to the occurrence of such deterioration, decay or damage. 

Outdoor Storage. The keeping of any goods, junk, material, merchandise, or vehicles in the same place 
for more than 24 consecutive hours. 

Over Water. Location above the surface of the water, including placement of buildings on piling or floats. 

Overlay Zone. A zoning district or specific plan that encompasses one or more underlying zones or areas 
and which imposes requirements in addition to those required by the underlying zone. (See also Overlay 
Districts in Article III.) 

Owner of Property. The fee simple owner of real property according to Thurston County Auditor records. 
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Section 10.  Corrections.  The City Clerk and codifiers of this Ordinance are authorized to make 
necessary corrections to this Ordinance, including the correction of scrivener/clerical errors, references, 
ordinance numbering, section/subsection numbers and any references thereto. 
 
Section11.  Severability.  If any provision of this Ordinance or its application to any person or 
circumstance is held invalid, the remainder of the Ordinance or application of the provisions to other 
persons or circumstances shall remain unaffected. 
 
Section12.  Ratification.  Any act consistent with the authority and prior to the effective date of this 
Ordinance is hereby ratified and affirmed. 
 
Section 13.  Effective Date.  This Ordinance shall take effect five (5) days after passage and 
publication, as provided by law.

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF OLYMPIA, WASHINGTON, AUTHORIZING 
ACCEPTANCE BY THE CITY OF OLYMPIA OF A DONATION BY PROVIDENCE ST. 
PETER HOSPITAL OF $100,000 TO ASSIST PERSONS IN TRANSITION FROM 
LIVING ON ENSIGN ROAD RIGHT-OF-WAY BY PROVIDING ACCESS TO 
HOMELESS SERVICES 
 
 

WHEREAS, homelessness and its impacts have affected the Olympia community and require the 
development of a coordinated and strategic response, including recognition that homelessness 
comes in many forms, including persons living in recreational vehicles, trailers, and automobiles on 
City rights-of-way; and 
 
WHEREAS, homeless persons living in recreational vehicles, trailers, and automobiles on Ensign Road 
right-of-way have created a public health and safety issue for Providence St. Peter Hospital, Intercity 
Transit, and Olympia Fire Department Medical Aid units using Ensign Road, posing a hazard to homeless 
persons and persons requiring emergency health care at Providence St. Peter Hospital, and persons 
requiring public transportation to medical providers via Intercity Transit; and 
 
WHEREAS, Providence St. Peter Hospital has offered to donate to the City of Olympia $100,000 to assist 
with the transition of persons living on Ensign Road right-of-way with access to hotel rooms, vehicle 
repairs, or purchase, or vehicle towing expenses, or other expenses related to clearing Ensign Road right-
of-way to facilitate improved access to Providence St. Peter Hospital facilities; and  
 
WHEREAS, pursuant to RCW 35.21.100, every city and town by ordinance may accept any money or 
property donated if within its powers granted by law; and 
 
WHEREAS, the Olympia City Council finds this offer to donate funds by Providence St. Peter Hospital is 
in the public interest and serves the public health, safety and welfare;  
 
NOW, THEREFORE, THE OLYMPIA CITY COUNCIL ORDAINS AS FOLLOWS: 
 
Section 1.  Acceptance of Donation.  The Olympia City Council, pursuant to RCW 35.21.100, hereby 
accepts the donation of $100,000 from Providence St. Peter Hospital.  
 
Section 2.  Terms and Conditions.  The donation referenced in Section 1 above shall be used by the 
City of Olympia for the purpose of funding the transition of persons living on Ensign Road right-of-way in 
recreational vehicles, automobiles, or trailers by providing access to hotel rooms, vehicle repairs or 
purchase, or vehicle towing expenses, or other expenses related to clearing Ensign Road right-of-way to 
facilitate improved access to Providence St. Peter Hospital and its facilities by Olympia Fire Department 
Medic Aid units, ambulances, Intercity Transit and others requiring emergency health care at Providence 
St. Peter Hospital. 
 
Section 3.  Authorization.  The City Manager is authorized to acknowledge and accept the funds 
donated by Providence St. Peter Hospital for the purposes stated in Section 2 above. 
 
Section 4.  Corrections.  The City Clerk and codifiers of this Ordinance are authorized to make 
necessary corrections to this Ordinance, including the correction of scrivener/clerical errors, references, 
ordinance numbering, section/subsection numbers and any references thereto. 
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Section 5.  Severability.  If any provision of this Ordinance or its application to any person or 
circumstance is held invalid, the remainder of the Ordinance or application of the provisions to other 
persons or circumstances shall remain unaffected.

The Providence system’s Community Partnerships Division, in cooperation with Providence St. Peter 
Hospital, is pleased to provide the City of Olympia with $100,000 of Community Health Investment 
funding to serve individuals who are currently unstably housed, living in vehicles along Ensign Road.

2.06.010 Created  
There are created the following committees of the City Council along with a general description of topics 
for their consideration: 

A.    General Government Community Livability and Public Safety Committee: Public safety, operational 
policy, economic development, housing, general government issues, boards and commissions; 

B.    Land Use and Environment Committee: Planning, transportation, environment, utilities, parks, 
community development, neighborhoods; 

C.    Finance Committee: finance/budget. 

2.06.020 Performance of tasks  
The committees created in this chapter shall perform such tasks in line with the subjects described in 
Section 2.06.010, or as may be referred to them by the City Council. 

2.06.030 Assignment of members – Chairperson  
Councilmembers shall be assigned to a committee as determined by the City Council after each Council 
election. A chairperson for each committee shall be selected by the Council to preside over committee 
meetings. If necessary, each committee shall meet at least once a month or more, depending on the 
committee’s agenda, at date(s) and time(s) available to committee members. 
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2.06.050 Recommendation of advisory board and commission members  
Repealed. Reference OMC 2.100.040. 

2.06.060 Council appointment to interlocal or interjurisdictional boards and commissions  
The City Council shall determine the Councilmember(s) to be appointed to the various boards and 
committees created by interlocal agreement or for interjurisdictional committees, commissions or boards.  

2.06.070 Terms –Vacancy filling  
The terms shall be for two-year periods, commencing on January 1st, of each even-numbered year. The 
terms for members of the Committee of the Chairs shall be co-extensive with the terms for members of 
the committees set forth in OMC Section 2.06.010. Vacancies occurring prior to the expiration of these 
terms shall be filled in the same manner as set forth in this chapter for regular appointments. 

 
Section 2.  Amendment of OMC 2.100.  Olympia Municipal Code Chapter 2.100 is hereby 
amended to read as follows: 

Article I. COMMUNITY-MEMBER ADVISORY BOARDS, COMMISSIONS AND COMMITTEES 
APPOINTED BY THE OLYMPIA CITY COUNCIL 

2.100.010 Purpose  
The purpose of this chapter is to create specific community-member advisory boards, commissions and 
committees appointed by the City Council, and provide uniform policies for the boards, commissions and 
committees enabled herein, to the extent possible. From time to time, the City Council may create 
advisory ad hoc boards, commissions and committees and appoint community members to such advisory 
groups. Ad hoc boards, commissions and committees shall be of a limited duration determined by the 
Olympia City Council. Community members appointed to the City Council’s ad hoc boards, commissions 
and committees shall serve without compensation unless specifically retained as consultants, except for 
the stipend provided in OMC 2.100.040.C below. 
 
2.100.020 Boards, Commissions and Committees Established  
All community-member boards, commissions and committees appointed by the City Council shall be 
established by Ordinance of the City Council and which shall contain a statement of purpose and of 
duties. Except as may be otherwise provided by ordinance, the boards, commissions and committees 
appointed by Council are advisory in nature. 
 
2.100.030 List--Community-Member Boards, Commissions and Committees Appointed by the 
Olympia City Council

A. Arts Commission (See OMC 2.100.100 - 2.100.240)

G. Planning Commission (See OMC 2.100.350 - 2.100.410) 
H. Utility Advisory Committee (See OMC 2.100.420 - 2.100.440) 
I. Home Fund Advisory Board (See OMC 2.100.450 - 2.100.480) 
J. Community Member Representatives for Police Use of Force Events (See    

OMC 2.100.500 - 2.100.530). 
K. Social Justice and Equity Commission (See OMC 2.100.600-2.100.630)

2.100.040 Members  
A.    Number of Members. Except as may be otherwise provided by ordinance, each board, commission or 
committee shall consist of nine (9) members appointed by the City Council. 
 
B.    Residency. Except as may be otherwise provided in the Olympia Municipal Code regarding a specific 
board, commission or committee, the majority of members on each board, commission and committee 
shall reside within the corporate limits of the City of Olympia or the City of Olympia Urban Growth Area. 
 

1.    This provision shall not apply to a board, commission or committee member when there is a 
member vacancy during a term of office resulting in less than a majority of the remaining members 
residing within the corporate limits of the City of Olympia or the Urban Growth Area. In this case, 
the residency requirement may be suspended for the remainder of the term that was vacated. 
 

C.    Compensation. All board, commission and committee members shall serve without compensation, 
but shall receive a stipend of Twenty-Five and no/100 Dollars ($25.00) per meeting attended to defray 
expenses such as transportation, meals and child care. A member may waive receipt of any stipend 
offered by the City of Olympia. If a member certifies in writing they are a low-income person, as 
administratively determined by the City of Olympia, the stipend shall be $50.00 per meeting attended. 
 
D.    Appointment. 

1.    Members are appointed by majority vote of the Olympia City Council in an open public 
meeting. 
2.    Members serve at the discretion of the City Council and may be removed from office for any 
reason by majority vote of the City Council in a public meeting. 
3.    City employees are not eligible for appointment to a board, commission or committee during 
the term of their employment with the City. 
 

E.    Recruitment. The City Council’s General Government Community Livability and Public Safety 
Committee shall develop and implement a public process to recruit potential board, commission and 
committee members. 
 
F.    Diversity. Given the applicant pool and qualifications at the time of member recruitment, the City 
Council shall strive, to the best of its ability, to achieve diversity in geographic residence within the City, 
gender, age, profession, race and ethnicity on each board, commission and committee. No geographic, 
gender, age, profession, race, nor ethnicity restrictions shall be placed on applicant eligibility. 
 
G.    Non-Partisan. All board, commission and committee positions are non-partisan. 
 
2.100.050 Term of Office  
A.    The term of office for board, commission and committee positions shall be three (3) years, except as 
modified by the City Council, and such terms shall commence on April 1. 
 
B.    The terms shall be staggered so that as near as possible one-third of each board’s, commission’s 
and committee’s membership shall expire each year. 
 
C.    Terms shall be limited to three (3) full terms, nine (9) years, on any one board, commission or 
committee (except for the Design Review Board and the Heritage Commission). Partial terms will not be 
counted toward the number of terms considered. Community Members or residents who have reached 
the term limit on any one board, commission or committee remain eligible to apply and serve on a 
different board, commission or committee. Upon a motion properly made and seconded, the City Council 
may waive a term limit restriction upon a vote of a majority of the City Council. 
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2.100.060 Vacancies  
A.    Vacancies on boards, commissions or committees occurring during the term of office shall be filled 
based upon a timeline determined by the City Council’s General Government Community Livability and 
Public Safety Committee. 
 
B.    Any person appointed to fill a vacancy shall be appointed for the remainder of the unexpired term. 
 
2.100.070 Rules of Procedure and Bylaws  
The General Government Community Livability and Public Safety Committee of the City Council shall 
establish Rules of Procedure and Bylaws for boards, commissions and committees. 
 
2.100.080 Annual Work Plan  
Each board, commission and committee, except the Design Review Board, and Community Member 
Representatives for Police Use of Force Events, shall present an annual work plan to the City Council for 
approval in a format and within parameters determined by the City Council’s General Government 
Community Livability and Public Safety Committee. Substantive changes to the work plan after approval 
by the City Council shall be submitted to the General Government Community Livability and Public Safety 
Committee for consideration and recommendation to the full Council. 
 
2.100.090 Staff Liaison Support  
The City Manager, or designee, shall appoint a primary staff liaison for each board, commission and 
committee to ensure that meeting notifications and recordkeeping occurs consistent with applicable State 
laws; to provide professional guidance, issue analysis and recommendations; to assist the board, 
commission and committee with research, report preparation, and correspondence in keeping with the 
board’s, commission’s or committee’s Council-approved work plan; and to perform other board, 
commission and committee liaison duties as may be assigned by the City Manager or designee. 
 
 
Section 3.  Amendment of OMC 12.62.020.  Olympia Municipal Code Section 12.62.020 is 
hereby amended to read as follows: 
 
12.62.020 Naming of City-owned Public Buildings and Properties – Procedure. 
A.    Whenever the City Council wishes to consider naming a City-owned building or property, the issue 
shall be referred to the City Council’s General Government Community Livability and Public Safety 
Committee to establish the specific process and to make a recommendation(s) to the full Council. 
 
B.    Before taking action, the City Council shall provide an opportunity for public comment on the 
recommendation(s) from the General Government Community Livability and Public Safety Committee. 
 
 
Section 4.  Amendment of OMC 12.72.055.  Olympia Municipal Code Section 12.72.055 is 
hereby amended to read as follows: 

Chapter 12.72 
FESTIVAL EVENTS 

12.72.055 Appeal - Denial or Revocation or Permit 
Any sponsor aggrieved by the action of the City in refusing to issue any permit or revoking a permit 
issued under this chapter shall have the right to appeal such to the General Government Community 
Livability and Public Safety Committee of the Olympia City Council, or such other hearing body as may 
hereafter be established by the City Council, by filing a notice of appeal with the Council’s Secretary 
within ten (10) calendar days of issuance of notice of the denial or revocation. Any appeal shall be 
accompanied by a statement indicating the grounds for such appeal. The hearing body shall set a date 
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for hearing such appeal, to take place within twenty (20) calendar days of the date of receipt of the 
notice of appeal, unless the appellant agrees to a longer time frame. If the twentieth day falls on a 
weekend or holiday, the next business day would be the final day for holding a hearing. At such hearing 
the appellant and other interested persons may appear and be heard, subject to rules of the hearing 
body. The hearing body shall render its decision on the appeal within ten (10) business days following 
the close of the appeal hearing. The decision of the hearing body is final. 
 
 
Section 5.  Amendment of OMC 16.44.055.  Olympia Municipal Code Section 16.44.055 is 
hereby amended to read as follows: 
 
16.44.055 Excessive false alarms 
A.    Service charges for false alarms from any one location shall be assessed as follows: 
 

1.    For the first two false alarms within any continuous 90 day period, no charge will be assessed. 
2.    For the third false alarm within a continuous 90 day period, a charge of $50.00 will be 
assessed. 
3.    For the fourth false alarm within a continuous 90 day period, a charge of $75.00 per false 
alarm will be assessed. 
4.    For the fifth false alarm and every false alarm thereafter within a continuous 90 day period a 
charge of one hundred fifty dollars per false alarm over four will be assessed. 
 

If the chief of police Chief of Police determines that a new system has been installed or adequate repairs 
have been made to an existing alarm system, a new continuous 90 day period, for purposes of this 
section, shall commence following the new installation or satisfactory repair. 
 
Any false alarm involving a patrol response from the police department Police Department will be 
considered a billable alarm. 
 
B.    False alarm penalties referred to in this section will be billed directly by the city City to the alarm 
customer involved in the false alarm. A copy of the billing will be sent to the alarm company if applicable. 
If the city City does not receive payment of the penalty amount within 60 days from the date of the 
billing, the city City may terminate police response to the alarm until the penalty is paid. 
 
C.    There is created within the city City an alarm board consisting of the police chief Police Chief, or the 
police chief’s Police Chief’s designee, the fire chief Fire Chief, or the fire chief’s Fire Chief’s designee, two 
representatives of the alarm industry, and two members of the public-at-large. The public members of 
the board shall be appointed by the city council City Council upon the recommendation of the General 
Government Community Livability and Public Safety Committee. 
 
D.    The alarm board shall serve to review and make recommendations to the chief of police Chief of 
Police on theft detection and hold-up alarm matters and to the fire chief Fire Chief on fire alarms, 
including giving the chief of police Chief of Police a recommendation on any extenuating circumstances 
that the chief of police Chief of Police should consider in assessing a penalty for any billable false alarms. 
 
E.    Any alarm customer may, within 10 days of receiving notice of a service charge for a false alarm, 
appeal the charge to the city manager City Manager or the city manager’s City Manager’s designee if the 
alarm customer feels that the charge was improperly assessed. A decision by the city manager City 
Manager or the city manager’s City Manager’s designee on the appeal shall be final. 
 
F.    The Olympia Police Department will respond only to alarms approved by the city City of Olympia 
under Article II, Section 16.44.040(2). The chief of police Chief of Police may refuse to allow police 
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response due to repeated failure of equipment or circuitry, multiple false alarms, or failure to comply with 
all the provisions of this chapter. 
 
Section 6.  Corrections.  The City Clerk and codifiers of this Ordinance are authorized to make 
necessary corrections to this Ordinance, including the correction of scrivener/clerical errors, references, 
ordinance numbering, section/subsection numbers and any references thereto. 
 
Section 7.  Severability.  If any provision of this Ordinance or its application to any person or 
circumstance is held invalid, the remainder of the Ordinance or application of the provisions to other 
persons or circumstances shall remain unaffected. 
 
Section 8.  Ratification.  Any act consistent with the authority and prior to the effective date of this 
Ordinance is hereby ratified and affirmed. 
 
Section 9.  Effective Date.  This Ordinance shall take effect five (5) days after passage and 
publication, as provided by law.

Background and Analysis:
Every six years Olympia Parks, Arts and Recreation Department updates the Parks, Arts and
Recreation Plan. The plan provides important guidance for the Department and must be adopted by
March 1, 2022, in order to maintain eligibility for State parks and recreation grants.

Plan development has been underway for two years and is fully detailed in Chapter 4. Engage
Olympia has played a key role in engaging with residents during the pandemic. In addition to limited
in-person opportunities, meetings with advisory committees and the coalition of neighborhood
associations have helped shape the plan. In April 2021, staff presented to Council the results of the
Parks, Arts & Recreation Needs Assessment (random sample survey), which have also informed the
plan update.
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This plan update has focused on incorporating goals and policies related to the Department’s equity,
inclusion and belonging initiative and climate mitigation and resiliency. These two areas are critically
important initiatives for the Department over the next six years and beyond.

A State Environmental Policy Act (SEPA) Determination of Non-significance (DNS) was issued on the
plan.

On January 11, 2022, staff presented the plan to City Council and Council held a public hearing.

Neighborhood/Community Interests (if known):
The public provided input on plan development throughout 2020 and 2021 via a variety of outreach
methods, which are detailed in Chapter 4.

Options:
1. Move to approve a Resolution adopting the 2022-2028 Parks, Arts and Recreation Plan.
2. Amend the Resolution and move to approve a Resolution adopting the 2022-2028 Parks, Arts

and Recreation Plan as amended.
3. Do not move to approve a Resolution adopting the 2022-2028 Parks, Arts and Recreation

Plan. Not adopting the plan, will result in ineligibility for State grants.

Financial Impact:
The Capital Investment Strategy in Chapter 7 of the 2022-2028 Parks, Arts and Recreation Plan
forecasts park investments out through the year 2041, but projects from 2028 through 2041 are
conceptual. Of critical importance is the role the Capital Investment Strategy serves in guiding the
annual Capital Facilities Plan, which in turn, becomes Olympia Parks, Arts and Recreation
Department’s annual capital budget.
